Listera Genus 
The Listera species earned the name 
twayblade because of the two small 
blades found on the flowering stem.  For 
the same reason, they are sometimes 
called "big ears". The Listera genus has 
25 species, 4 occur in Washington State. 
All are small terrestrial plants with 
fibrous roots.  
 

Northwestern Twayblade or 

Listera caurina 
The word caurina means the northwest 
wind.  This perennial forms slender 
creeping rhizomes. You can find Listera 
caurina in moist, mossy coniferous 
forests.  The leaves are very hairy, single 
pair, opposite, near mid-length of stem. 
The leaves are egg shaped and broad 
with a pointed tip. The Listera caurina 
can be found in moist to wet, mossy 
coniferous forests, wet meadows, stream 
banks from low to sub-alpine elevations. 
The 5 to 25 flowers are a pale green to 
yellowish. The lip is rounded and with a 
pair of horn-like teeth at the base.   The 
distribution is from southern Alaska 
south to northwestern California. The 
Listera caurina also occurs in Wyoming 
State. 
 
Plant Size: 5 to 25 cm 
Flower Size: 10 mm  
Flowers: June to September 
 

Broad-leaved Twayblade or 

Listera convallarioides 
This perennial forms slender creeping 
rhizomes. The leaves are a single pair, 
opposite, mid-length of stem, broadly 
ovate. Listera convallarioides can be 
found growing in damp mossy 
coniferous forests, bogs, swamps, wet 

thickets and peaty barrens. The Listera 
convallarioides has 20 yellow-greenish 
flowers. The sepals are narrowly 
lanceolate. The petals are similar to 
sepals but narrower. The lip is a broadly 
wedge-shaped with a shallow notch at 
tip. The distribution is British Columbia 
across Canada to Newfoundland, south 
to northern California, Utah, Colorado, 
Minnesota, Wisconsin, Maine, Nova 
Scotia and the Aleutian Islands.   
 
Plant size: 5 to 25 cm 
Flower size: 15 to 20 mm 
Flowers: June to August 
 

Northern Twayblade or 

Listera borealis 
This perennial herb forms slender 
rhizomes with fibrous roots. You can 
find Listera borealis in coniferous and 
hardwood forests. The two leaves are 
near middle of stem, roughly opposite. 
The leaves are egg-shaped to elliptic, 
abruptly tapered to the base, smooth. 
The flowers are somewhat open and 
few-flower.  The Listera borealis flowers 
are green or yellowish-green in color. 
The sepals are broadly lanceolate.  The 
petals are similar to the sepals. The lip is 
broadly oblong and widely notched at 
tip. The distribution is Alaska thru 
Newfound and south to Washington. 
Other states include Idaho, Montana, 
Wyoming, Utah and Colorado. 
 
Plant size: 8 to 25cm 
Flower size: 10 to 15 mm 
Flowers: June to July

Orchid Hunting in the 

Olympics

Dennis (my brother) and I waited at the 
Olympic Information Center in Port 
Angeles on July 23 for all of our hearty 
adventurers. By 1 p.m. we had gathered 
four more participants for our adventure, 
George and Cylvia Grantham and two 
members of the Tacoma Orchid Society. 

We ate our picnic lunch and off we 
went. Our first stop was at the site of the 
Epipacitis gigantea in an undisclosed 
location (so that they aren’t disturbed). 
There we saw several clumps of them in 
full bloom, most gathered at the base of 
a tree. 

Then, we went to the Old River Road 
and there on either side of the road, one 
side being the ditch and the other being a 
thinned wood lot, were hundreds of 
orchid plants in bloom There were 
Goodyera oblongifolia and several 
species of Platanthera. We then went up 
on the Hurricane Ridge road and about 
three-quarters of the way up, there is a 
pull off and a trail head. We found 
Platanthera dilatata blooming  in the 
seepage of the creek and all along the 
road on the righthand side in the ditch. 
Those little guys are very fond of water. 
Not only are they beautiful but they 
smell good, too. When we got to the top 
we ran into Sally Williams and Eunice 
Hanke. We all went over to the 
Hurricane Ridge trail and within 15 
yards of the parking lot, we found 

orchids blooming in the meadows and 
right on the path. 

It was a gorgeous day.  We saw six 
different species and hundreds of each 
kind.

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Carnivorous 

Pinguicula 
The Genus Pinguicla, or butterworts, is a 
group of 79 carnivorous plants.  The 
leaves are designed to secret a sticky 
substance from tiny hairs to trap small 
insects such as gnats.  The insects are 
then slowly digested by the acids and 
enzymes in the sticky substance.    They 
do this to acquire nitrogen and phosphate 
from the protein and nucleic acids of the 
gnat to supplement the generally poor 
soils in which they grow.   If you have 
the occasional little flies like every other 
orchid grower, this is a natural way to 
get rid of them.      
 
Most butterworts produce attractive 
flowers and generally are easy to grow.  
They have limited root systems and do 
not like to be transplanted during the 
growing season.  They can be 
propagated by seed, division and some 
by leaf cuttings.   
 
Growing Conditions: 

• Light: Moderate bright indirect 
light. Protect them from the 
intense mid-day light. 

 
• Soil: Peat moss. 
 
• Water: Keep moist not damp. 
 
• Humidity: No less than 50%. 

 
The following Pinguiculas are tropical 
butterworts that can be grown in a 
temperate greenhouse, in the house and 
outside in warmer climates (ZONE 10) 
i.e. not Washington State.   
 
 

 

 

Pinguicula moranensis: easiest to grow 
and propagate.  Flowers are pink with 
fuchsia stripes, a white center and a 2 
inch spur.
