More about Orchids...

Coelogyne Culture

The genus Coelogyne is comprised of about 140 species. For the most
part the species are
easy to grow and produce long lasting, fragrant flowers. Coelogyne cristata,
C. mooreana, and C.
mossiae are among the largest flowered species in the genus.

Leaf-tip die-back may be a problem with many Coelogyne species.
While normally not fatal, it does cause unsightly plants and is usually an
indication of a culture problem instead of a disease. Underwatering may
cause these symptoms as may excessively low humidity. In most instances,



however, the culprit is probably an excess of salt buildup in the medium which
may be remedied by flushing the medium. These same symptoms may also
be caused by root rot resulting from too much water, usually with old, broken-
down medium. If uncertain as to the cause of the problem, the best action to
take is to remove the plant from its container and check the condition of the
roots. If everything is in good shape, the plant may be replaced in its
container none the worse for the experience. Root rot is indicated if roots are
soft and brown, and the root ball will probably fall apart as it is removed from
the pot or basket. If this happens, it is obviously past time to repot.
